


What Is House BIill 5?

House Bill 5 (HB 5) is a law passed
during the Texas 83Legislative session
that changed graduation requirements
for students entering 9 grade (current
8 gradestudents) during 20145
school year.



House BIll 5

HB5Is designed to allow students more flexibility in
the selection of their high school courses to
prepare them to either pursue a traditional path
Into colleges and universities or move directly into
the workforce.
